NO MORE EXCUSES!

In the beginning of 2005, hundreds of international solidarity organizations launched a
global campaign called “Global Action Against Poverty.” Though the world has, now
more than ever, the necessary means to eradicate extreme poverty, more than a billion
people in the world still don’t have access to drinking water, 800 million are going
hungry and 5.7 million die each year from water related illnesses, most of them
children.

In order to meet the Millennium Development Goals (MDG), these associations are
touting the motto: “2005: no more excuses!” This is a call to all of us: States, local
groups, associations, citizens, in the North as well as the South, we have no more
excuses not to act. We must all be more resolute in our action to fight poverty.

To do its part, Eau Vive is going to honor its commitment, by acting alongside villagers
and local leaders to fight against all of the aspects of poverty, by providing access to
water, to health care, to education, by ensuring food security, fighting against
desertification, but also though training people, reinforcing local institutions,
international lobbying, etc.

To lead this battle, we need your support. Because it is hot acceptable that
human beings are still living in extreme poverty, let's help them build a future for
themselves.
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Concrete actionsto fight
againg poverty.

250,000 people live in the 382 villages of the canton of Kornaka. Since 2004, 51 of
the villages have decided to work together and with Eau Vive to equip themselves
with water points (village wells and water supply systems) and ensure food security
by developing their production capacity. Last year, the team worked with each village
to assess the situation, identify their needs, plan activities and organize the first

projects.

The program will continue this process of local organization and social
development by:

Supporting village organization:

Food Security

-finish setting up and training the village management -build four grain banks

structures

-help management committees set up revenue generating

-start a literacy program, particularly in collaboration with  activities

local radio stations

-continue providing agricultural support (inputs, training, tools,

-launch talks between all the local players on two key etc.)

issues: how to support the new communes created
through the decentralization process and what local
development plans to carry out.

Water

-finish 13 village wells

-begin work on 13 other wells and 2 drinking water
supply systems

Water

-rehabilitate one existing well

-continue and complete 34 wells already underway
-construct 4 new wells

-start work on a water supply system

-train water point management committees

Health

-continue to equip 5 health centers

-support artisans: job identification, needs assessment and
launching of actions to develop their know-how
-carry out an initial reforestation campaign

Despite the great potential of its inhabitants and the environment,
the region of Tambacounda is one of the poorest in the country in terms
of local organization, access to water, health, education and agricultural
production.

Eau Vive has been present in this zone for several years and has finished
a local development support program for 5 communes.

A new support program, started in 2005, is enabling a new rural
community (about 15000 people) to improve coverage of their water
needs and to reinforce local management capacities and promote good
governance.

With the support of Eau Vive, these rural communities will carry out
various actions:

Agriculture and Livestock farming

-construct three grain storage units and install six grain mills
-set up credit funds

Training

-technical and managerial training of the local people
-establish a process of dialogue, communication and planning
between the local actors.



The project involves 200,000 inhabitants, making up 17 communes, throughout these
four regions. These communes are mostly situated in rural areas and are very
isolated from each other. They lack school buildings, water infrastructure and health
centers. The percentage of children in full time education is very low and permanent
water sources are rare...

In view of this precarious situation, local officials, village heads and people
responsible for the fundamental structures have decided to act, according to two

priorities:

-to reinforce local capacities through sharing experience and creating communal and

village structures

-to make social investments, particularly to enable children to go to school and to
obtain access to water

Formation of village and local official management
structures

-organize village assemblies in 5 communes to plan
activities

-create parent-teacher associations

-sanitary education in 10 communes

-literacy programs in 10 communes

-train local officials in 10 communes

School Infrastructure

-construct 3 school boreholes

-construct 15 classrooms, 2 office/store rooms, 11
lodgings for teachers, 5 latrine blocks and school
furniture

Burkina Faso is regularly faced with food shortages especially in the Sub-Saharan zones where the provinces of Gourma
and Oudalan are located. The scant rainfall and long dry periods which regularly affect these regions mean that a large part of

the population does not have food security.

The proposed project is intended to improve food security by raising family income and improving natural resource management

in these two provinces:

Raising household income:

Agriculture

-buy better seeds tailored to the producers’ needs
-create five market gardens

-train producers and provide micro-credit schemes.

Livestock Farming

-train 40 producers in the proper use of plant care products
-buy and provide farmers with improved breeds of beef
cattle and dairy cows for milk and meat production
-construct a vaccination center

-train and equip 20 people in veterinary care

-three training sessions for 30 to 40 livestock owners
-eight inter-village meetings on marketing local produce
-network with livestock owners and create two information
networks

-schedule two rural radio programs

To improve natural resources management:

Water

-drill eight boreholes, five pastoral wells, two traditional water
reservoirs

-create eight water point management structures

-set up two water point maintenance groups

Improvement of the soil and vegetation cover

-dig eight manure pits

-create four tree nurseries and train four nursery keepers.
